vices Corp., whose hotel
portfolio includes both
the Courtyard and Gar-
den Inn brands. “That’s
where people spend
more money.”

Although the consult-
ing company PKF Hospi-
tality Research predict-
ed in a March forecast
that occupancy rates at
U.S. hotels would reach
pre-recession levels this
year, lenders are still cau-
tious about financing
new construction.

In this investment cli-
mate, select-service proj-
ects are favored because
they are easier to build.
In urban areas, an added
bonus is that select-ser-
vice hotels take up less
physical space than a
full-service hotel, an ad-
vantage in markets where
land is scarce and real es-
tate is expensive.

“Many of these new
rooms are select ser-
vice,” said Scott Berman,
U.S. hospitality and lei-
sure practice leader at
PricewaterhouseCoo-
pers. “They’re cheaper to
develop, quicker to build
and generally have a fast-
er pace to profitability.”

“Why these work in the
urban location is there’s

a lot of support structure
around the hotel,” said
Brian McGuinness, senior
vice president for special-
ty select brands and glob-
al brand leader at Star-
wood Hotels.

A hotel doesn’t need a
restaurant if guests can
pull up crowdsourced re-
views on Yelp or another
smartphone app and find
a local restaurant nearby,
for instance.

Eight of the 17 new ho-
tels Starwood added last
year to its select-service
Four Points by Sheraton
and Aloft brands were in
urban areas.

“We have roughly 22
hotels approved since
June of last year, primar-
ily new builds, virtual-
ly all what we’d consider
urban,” said Eric Jacobs,
chief development offi-
cer for select-service and
extended-stay brands for
Marriott International.

“It’s going to provide
significant growth for us
in these urban markets,
meeting the needs of this
next-generation travel-
er.”

It’s not only young-
er travelers filling those
beds. The appeal of these
simpler hotels crosses de-
mographic lines.

“Often it has to do with
wanting a certain amount
of service, but not over-

paying for services
I’m not going to use,”
said Laura MacPhail, a
56-year-old management
consultant to the food
service industry.

Although her age
puts her at the lower
end of the baby boomer
age bracket rather than
the under-35 group se-
lect-service hotels are
courting aggressively,
MacPhail said a Court-
yard hotel worked well
for her when she visited
Chicago last fall.

“It’s got a comfort-
able lobby, the location
is great, you can walk to
bars and restaurants, and
it’s easy to get a cab. I’d
much rather spend $200
than $400 in that situ-
ation,” she said. “And
they’re adding the style
elements so you’re not
feeling like you’re staying
in a budget place.”

Jeff Cotrupe, a busi-
ness consultant, said that
although he often stayed
in full-service hotels, he
was a repeat guest at the
Aloft Silicon Valley in
Newark, Calif., where the
atmosphere encourag-
es social interaction and
networking.

“You tend to meet
like-minded people
there,” he said. “I’ve
made some business con-
tacts there.”
